Hello friends,

| doubt anyone reading this need reminding as to the
stakes in this election. But perhaps some of your loved
ones do. Perhaps you had a family member sit out
2016 because they “just weren't comfortable with Hilla-
ry” or perhaps they voted third party because “both
sides are just as bad” If the last four years have taught
us anything, it's that voter apathy or disengagement has
real costs. Trump won Wisconsin with less votes than
Romney lost it. Let that sink in for a minute. He won
because people didn't vote. It wasn't as if there was a
wave of Trump votes — it was people too lazy to get off
their couch or convinced themselves (with the help of
Russian propaganda) that it didn't matter.

Right now, the polls look good for Biden, but we can't
rest or be lulled into a sense of inevitability - like the
Clinton campaign was in 2016. As we saw, the republi-
cans will stop at nothing to try to swing the elec-

tion. Here in Wisconsin we’ve seen attempts by two
different spoiler candidates to help Trump. The Repub-
licans know that in an honest election they lose — so
they are pulling out all the stops to try to cheat. The on-
ly way we stop them is by voting in numbers too large
for them to manipulate. The way we do that is voter en-
gagement and getting out the vote. Voter engagement
has been ongoing and the getting out the vote effort is
starting soon.

By the time you read this, ballots will already be in the
mail and people may have already voted. That’'s why
it's so important to make sure we're engaging with peo-
ple now. As we’ve seen, signs have been huge this
year. People want to be showing support for

Biden. We also have a weekend of action coming up
on September 25th and 26th.

Now is the time that you should be getting nervous. You should
be asking yourself, “Have | done everything | can to ensure that
the leaders | want to see lead are in office?” With mail-in voting
underway, we can tell you the answer to the question is “No,”
and that it's just not enough to be a supporter of Joe Biden and
Kamala Harris. Because there are consequential races happen-
ing right here in Wisconsin that you, right here in Brown County,
will be the force in determining how the Forward state is gov-
erned in the next several years.

So, here’s a quick look at why your straight Democratic ticket
appeal to family and friends is critical. And how you instruct them
to fill out their ballot is essential to making sure their choice
counts.

Does it get any more consequential than the fight against Repub-
lican gerrymandered maps. We could be celebrating a Presiden-
tial victory, while facing the prospect of locking in distorted maps
that have given rise to minority rule. If the prospect of another
ten years of what most political observers call “The worst gerry-
mandered state in the country” makes you feel on edge, it
should. In the 2018 election, Republicans got 46% of the total
state vote but held on to 62% of legislative seats.

And what were the results of that outcome? A lame duck session
where the outgoing governor and legislature stripped the incom-
ing Governor Evers of power. You've seen the consequences.
From fifteen-second “gavel in gavel out” special sessions to an
activist state Supreme Court.

State Senate candidate Jonathon Hansen, it should come as no
surprise, lists ending the practice of gerrymandering as one of
his top priorities. “By creating more competitive districts, we will
be able to promote more moderation and bipartisanship in state
government,” Hansen posts on his website. The key to that will
be implementation of the Legislative Reference Bureau, drawing
maps without regard to partisan leanings.

In addition to his common-sense positions on economic develop-
ment, health care and education, advocating for champions like
Jonathon Hansen in outreach to people you can influence is the
key to unlocking, unleashing and preserving the potential of our
state’s motto.

Now, how do you make sure that your vote for Hansen, as well
as Stuck, Biden and Harris count? It may seem elementary to
the extreme, but HOW you and your circle of friends fill out their
mail-in ballot counts, to literally counting your vote.

Anyone who questions that can simply look at recent numbers
from the April Primary, provided by the Wisconsin Secretary of
State. Certification issues caused over 14,000 ballots to be can-
celed. Throw in deadline, mail and other issues and you have
over 23,000 total ballots canceled. Choices that did not count.
Google how many Wisconsin votes Hillary Clinton lost by in
2016. Now you see the importance of a correctly filled-out ballot.

Remind people to read and follow the instructions on the ballot.
Double check the voter information printed on the return enve-
lope. Sign the envelope. Have your witness sign the envelope. A
missing signature is the biggest issue in making sure you don’t
loose your vote.

Lastly, you're excited to vote, so why would you wait to send

it in? Do it immediately. Put it in the mail or, better yet, drop it
off at your municipal clerk’s office. The Wisconsin Elections
Commission website has a complete guide for absentee voters
at elections.wi.gov.
